What is Drug Resistance?
= Viruscan adapt, grow and multiply in the presence of drugs
= Adrug or class of drugs are no longer effective against the virus

What Causes Drug Resistance?

How Common is Drug Resistance?
= 3outof 4 people failed treatment because of drug resistance
* 1outof 4 newlyinfected are already resistant to at least 1 class of drugs
