Stigma: Impact on Access to Services and
Care

Stigma Impacts:

> Counseling and Testing A person is less likely to seek HIV testing in
environments where he/she perceive workers to be judgmental about
sexual and drug use behavior

> Individual and Access to Care Individuals who exhibit concerns about
stigma are more likely to delay care and/or not adhere to care

> Disclosure of Status The decision to reveal one’s HIV status is associated
with a person’s level of comfort; the more accepting, caring and
nonjudgmental a social network is towards HIV, the more likely the
individual is to disclose

> Health Disparities The impact of Racial/Ethnic health disparities among
communities of color when accessing HIV/AIDS services
